A. Connecting the Power Cord
Plug the supplied power cord into the AC socket on the back of the
projector.

B. Connecting a Computer
(@ Slide the 15 pin/BNC switch on the rear terminals to the 15 pin
position.

@ Plug one end of the supplied computer cable into the INPUT 1
or 2 port on the projector and the other end into the monitor
output port on the computer, and secure the plugs by tightening
the thumb screws.

@ Plug one end of the supplied computer audio cable into AUDIO
INPUT 1 or 2 terminal on the projector and the other end into
the audio output port on the computer.
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@ Press POWER ON.

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C. Connecting the Remote Mouse Receiver

IBM or IBM compatible PC

(1) Connect one end of the supplied mouse control cable to the
corresponding terminal on the PC.

(@ Connect the other end to the remote mouse receiver.

Macintosh
Connect the mouse control serial cable to the remote mouse
receiver.

(@ Connect the mouse control cable for Mac to the Mac ADB
port on the Mac.

(@ Connect the other end of the mouse control cable for Mac to
the mouse control serial cable.

D. Connecting a DVD Player, DTV Decoder
