If the TEMPERATURE WARNING INDICATOR still continues to flash, call your authorized distributor or dealer
for service.

TO TURN OFF THE PROJECTOR

Press the POWER (LAMP) ON/OFF button on the projector or on the remote control
unit. The " () POWER OFF ?” appears on the screen. Press again the POWER
(LAMP) ON/OFF button to OFF the projector. The cooling fan will operate for 50
seconds after the projector is turned off and POWER indicator will light bright. (During
this "cooling down” period, the projector can not be turned on.)
