Large Screen in Limited Space
Short focus lens allows you to project large images 
from short distance. (p.15)

3D Display Function

This projector is capable of displaying 3D video with 
the Frame Sequential Format*, and you can view the 
dynamic 3D contents by wearing 3D glasses (pp.28, 
48-49, 52).

* The compatible 3D image signal is only Frame
Sequential format. The Frame Packing and Side-by-
side formats are not supported. Active Shutter format 3D 
glasses are required to view projected images in 3D. (DLP 
Link and IR formats are compatible.)

Compact Design
This projector is designed compact in size and 
weight, and it can be installed overhead without 
interfering with the view, or can be installed on the 
floor without much space.

Multilanguage Menu Display
The Operation menu is available in 24 languages: 
English, German, French, Italian, Spanish, 
Portuguese, Dutch, Swedish, Finnish, Norwegian, 
Danish, Polish, Hungarian, Romanian, Russian, 
Brazilian Portuguese, Turkish, Arabic, Kazakh, 
Simplified Chinese, Traditional Chinese, Korean, 
Japanese and Thai. (p.50)

Helpful Maintenance Functions
Lamp and filter maintenance functions provide for 
better and proper maintenance of the projector.

Direct OFF Function
With the Direct OFF function, you can disconnect the 
power cord from the wall outlet or turn off the breaker 
even during projection (p.22).

Auto Setup Function

This function enables Input search and Auto PC 
adjustment by simply pressing the AUTO SET button 
(pp.26, 51).

Switchable Interface Terminal
The projector provides a switchable interface 
terminal. You can use the terminal as computer input 
or monitor output conveniently. (p.56)

Digital Zoom (for Computer)
The digital zoom function allows you to focus on 
crucial information during a presentation. You can 
expand the images approx. 16 times the screen 
size and compress them to approximately a 
quarter of the screen size. (p.39)

Colorboard Function
At the time of simple projection on colored wall 
or school blackboard (The board color is limited 
to green.), you can get the close color image to 
the color image projected on a white screen by 
selecting the similar color to the wall color from the 
preset colors. (pp.40, 47)

Power Management
The Power management function reduces power 
consumption and maintains lamp life. (p.57)

Security Features
The Security function helps you to ensure security 
of the projector. With the Key lock function, you 
can lock the operation on the top control or remote 
control (p.59). PIN code lock function prevents 
unauthorized use of the projector (pp.21, 59–60).

Logo Function
The Logo function allows you to customize the 
screen logo. The Logo page identifies the owner of

Closed Caption is a function that displays the 
audio portion of a TV program as text on the 
screen.

Moving the Projector

Handle the projector carefully; do not drop, bump, 
subject it to strong forces, or put other things on the 
cabinet.

Safety Instructions

The projector uses a lamp which generates significant 
heat. The cooling fans and air vents are provided to 
dissipate the heat by drawing air into the housing and 
the filter is located in the intake vents to prevent dust 
from getting inside of the projector.
In order to care for the projector appropriately, regular 
cleaning is required. Remove any dirt or dust that has 
accumulated on the projector.

If the projector reaches a time set in the timer setting, 
a Filter warning icon (Fig. 1) appears on the screen, 
indicating that the filter replacement is necessary.
Blocking the air vents and leaving the projector 
uncleaned for a long time may not only damage the 
projector and may require costly repairs but may also 
cause accidents or fire.

For maintenance of the filter, refer to “Filter counter” 
on page 62 and “Maintenance and Care” on page 65.

Damages to the projector caused by using an 
uncleaned filter or improper maintenance will void the 
warranty on the projector.

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What is PIN code?
PIN (Personal Identification Number) code is a security 
code that allows the person who knows it to operate the 
projector. Setting a PIN code prevents unauthorized use of 
the projector.

A PIN code consists of a four-digit number. Refer to the PIN 
code lock function in the Setting Menu on pages 59-60 for 
locking operation of the projector with your PIN code.

To view 3D images, you need to prepare at least the 3D active shutter glasses, 3D content and 3D reproducing 
equipment. For example, as for computer, when transmitting 3D signals from a computer to the projector, you 
also need to install the graphic card which has the capability to sequentially output the 3D frames at 120Hz and 
software in the computer. The 3D signal type which the projector can accept is frame sequential only. Other 3D 
signal types such as frame packing and side-by-side are not supported.
As for 3D glasses, DLP Link format and IR emitter format are compatible with this projector. Compatibility with 
any other 3D glasses than the 2 types 3D glasses is not guaranteed.
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- The optimum 3D viewing distance from the screen 
is about 3 m or more and your eyes should be level 
with the screen.

- Viewing 3D images for an extended period of time or 
viewing them from an oblique angle can cause eye 
strain.

- Take breaks when viewing 3D images for an 
extended period of time. As this may cause eye 
fatigue.

- Some image sources can cause pseudoscopic 
image problem. Check the 3D settings to get the 3D 
effect.

- If the right-eye image and left-eye image are 
switched, you may not get the 3D effect, resulting in 
eye strain or nausea.

- There are differences in 3D visual perception 
between individuals.

- If you get double vision or don’t get the 3D effect, 
discontinue using the projector. 

- If you experience fatigue or nausea, stop using the 
projector.

- After viewing the rotating, swinging, or jumping 3D 
images, you may experience 3D motion sickness. 

- If you experience such symptom, immediately stop 
viewing the 3D images and take a break until the 
symptom has subsided.

- If you view 3D images in bright ambient light 
environment, you may not able to see them clearly. 
Or if you use the 3D glasses in a room which 
fluorescent lighting (50Hz), flickering may occur. If 
these happen, change the room lighting condition by 
making the room dark or turning off the light.

- Children who are six year of age or younger should 
not view 3D images.

- Parents should accompany and monitor their 
children as children cannot properly express 
discomfort with 3D image viewing.

- Photosensitive patients, patients with heart disease, 
pregnant women, elderly people, and people with 
serious illness and/or with a history of epilepsy

- We advise that you should refrain from viewing 3D 
images if you are in bad physical condition

- We do not recommend viewing 3D images if you 
need sleep or have been drinking alcohol.

Cleaning the Projection Window

Unplug the AC power cord before cleaning.

First, remove the dust with a commercially available air 
blower. Then gently wipe the projection window surface. 
Use a cleaning paper moistened with methyl alcohol 
(methanol). Avoid using an excessive amount of cleaner.

Do not use abrasive cleaners, solvents, or other harsh 
chemical cleaners to avoid damaging the projection window.

Unplug the AC power cord before cleaning.

Gently wipe the projector body with a soft dry cleaning cloth. 
When the cabinet is heavily soiled, use a small amount of 
mild detergent and finish with a soft dry cleaning cloth. Avoid 
using an excessive amount of cleaner. Abrasive cleaners, 
solvents, or other harsh chemicals might scratch the surface 
of the cabinet.

When the projector is not in use, put the projector in 
an appropriate carrying case to protect it from dust and 
scratches.

Do not use any flammable solvents or air sprays 
on the projector and in its vicinity.

The Network PIN code is to restrict the access to the projector through the network.
After setting the Network PIN code, you need to enter it to operate the projector via the 
networks.

Describes basic operations and settings for controlling the projec-
tor by using the web browser. It is required that computer and 
projector is connected to the network and the network address is 
properly configured.
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Login the setting page of the projector

[1] Enter the IP address
Launch the web browser installed in your 
computer, enter the IP address into the 
"Address" on the browser and then press 
"Enter" key.

If the setting page has set the password, the authentication window will appear. In this 
case type "user" onto the User Name text area and the login Network PIN code onto 
the Password text area and then click OK (Log in) button.

Q Why doesn’t the setting page appear in my web browser?

A  Following causes are possible. Please check them.
1. The projector does not connect to the network.

Check LED indicators status (  p.12).
- Check the connection of LAN cable if the LINK Lamp does not light green.
- Check the network configuration of the projector if the ACT Lamp does not 

blink orange.
2. Wrong network configuration of the computer.

  Check the network configuration of the computer.
3. The proxy setting of the web browser is not set correctly ( p.52).
4. The computer does not provide TCP/IP protocol.

Q How can I restrict access from the computer.

A 1. Please use the password authentication function on the login page ( p.23).
2. Please use the IP filtering function provided with the gateway (router) to 

restrict the accessing from the computer. For further information please con-
sult your network administrator.

Q Can I access the projector installed on the company’s local area network 
from a remote location?

A There are some ways to access to the projector in the LAN, but you must consult 
your network administrator for security reason.

 Use of modem
   (Connect to the company’s network from your home or some other places by 

using modem.)

   (Connect to the company’s network from the branch office or maintenance 
office by using private line.)

Q Why can't be turned on/off  with web browser?

A Please make sure the settings of the projector are correct to use the projector. 
Please set the Standby mode of the projector's Setting menu to "Network". Refer 
to "4. Controlling the Projector"  "Power control and status check" ( pp.32 - 33).

Q Why can't I change the controls in the setting page with web browser?

A Please make sure the projector is turned on. If it is in the standby mode, the setting 
is not effective to the projector. To control the projector with a web browser, the 
projector must be in the powered-on condition.

Q Why does it sometimes take a lot of time to complete the page display?

A The display speed of the page depends on the network environment in which both 
the projector and computer are placed. It may take much time to complete the 
page display if network traffic is heavy. Please consult your network administrator. 

Q How many numbers of the E-mail address can I register in the E-mail set-
ting page.

A  You can register up to 10 addresses.

Q  Why am I not receiving E-mail alert messages?

A Make sure that the registered E-mail address and SMTP server address are correct. If 
the SMTP server is located in your LAN (Local Area Network), the address should be 
set to the SMTP server in your LAN. The SMTP server located outside of your LAN 
may not be available for security reason. For further information please contact your 
network administrator ( p.25).

Q What are the rules for IP address assignment?

A If the network is constructed with TCP/IP protocol, a unique IP address is required 
for each piece of network equipment. The following are basic rules of the assign-
ment.
Rule1

   Do not configure the same IP address to the network equipment in the 
same network group. Each piece of equipment must be assigned a unique IP 
address.

   If the IP address is set [192.168.x.x], the Subnet Mask should be set 
[255.255.255.0] for example.

Rule2
   The start address [xxx.xxx.xxx.0] and the last address [xxx.xxx.xxx.255] of 

the IP address must not be assigned to any other equipment. These address 
numbers are reserved.

Rule3
   The IP address must correlate to a network number. If network numbers are 

different between the equipment, they cannot establish communications 
each other. In this case, the router is placed in the networks to make the rout-
ing.

Q  Can I control the projector by using the telnet application?

A Possible. Please refer to the item "Use of telnet" ( p.48 - 49).

Q What is the MAC address assigned to the projector?

A The MAC address is displayed in "Network information" menu of the projector (
p.14) and in "Information" menu through the web browser ( p.42).

Q Can I update the firmware of the projector.

A It is possible to update the firmware through the network. It is required to have a 
special tool for the updating. For further information please consult your local deal-
er. The version number of the firmware is indicated on the lower part of the "Initial 
setting" page.
