AIR FILTER CARE AND CLEANING

The Air Filter prevents dust from accumulating on the surface of the Projection Lens and the Projection Mirror. Should Air
Filter become clogged with dust particles, it will reduce Cooling Fans' effectiveness and may result in internal heat build up
and adversely affect the life of the projector. Clean the Air Filter following the steps below:

1 Turn off the projector and disconnect the AC Power Cord from
the AC outlet.
